ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA

REVIEW OF MINUTES

MOVED by Commissioner Wade Wensink, and seconded, AND Resolved that

the minutes of the May 3, 2016 meeting be accepted as read.
GUEST SPEAKERS
Alanna Garrett, Creston Areas A,B,C Emergency Program Coordinator spoke about the Emergency Management BC program and her role as liaison to Provincial Emergency Services.  The public is encouraged to be prepared in case of emergency evacuation and to sign up for e-mail emergency alerts.  A Grab 'n' Go Kit sheet is available at the Community Centre bulletin board, at the Commission office and on the Commission website.  Residents can sign up for emergency alerts by going to the RDCK website www.rdck.ca and clicking on Emergency Alerts.  The Fire Smart Program has a checklist to assess private properties for risk from wildfire.  These are available on the Community Centre bulletin board and at the Commission Office.  An Emergency Coordinator is still required to coordinate emergency information for Riondel.  Anyone interested can contact the Commission.  A 2015 Regional Emergency Program Management Plan with information outlining procedures, policies, agencies, etc is available to view at the Commission Office.  Residents can call 1-800-663-3456 to report emergencies other than 911 fire, police or ambulance.  
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Uli Wolf, RDCK General Manager Environmental Services, gave an overview of the Riondel Water Utility financial statement for 2016.  He noted that the water budget has currently used 50% of the annual budget, which is over the estimated usage, because of the recent water leaks.  It will be necessary to scale down costs over the remainder of 2016 to come within budget parameters.  A Water Ambassador has been hired for the summer to educate the public about responsible water usage.  This is a summer student hiring, with the cost covered by a Columbia Basin Trust grant and a small fee from the nine water systems involved with the program.  Residents can request a consultation by calling Chris Black at 250-505-8167.                The service is free of charge.  Future plans for the Riondel Water System include installing a generator in case of power outages lasting more than one day.  Untreated water can be routed to the town in the event of a longer term outage.  Installation of extra fire hydrants will be considered in the future to accommodate the Fire Underwriters regulations.  The Riondel Golf Course will be metered for water usage to assess the demand on the system.  RDCK will work with the Golf Course to find an affordable option to the use of treated town water for irrigation.
C.
PUBLIC INPUT
1.  Larry Derbyshire asked if the RDCK has a plan to deal with the noxious weed problem. Director Jackman directs concerned residents to the East Kootenay Invasive Species Council (website www.ekipc.com or Todd Larson, Program Manager 1-888-553-5472).  Director Jackman also noted that local volunteer group efforts have been effective in helping to control the spread of invasive plants in other parts of the Kootenay region.
2.  Shirley Enger asked the Commission whether another site for garbage pick up should be considered to avoid the congestion and potential accident risk at the current site.  The Commission will discuss this at their next workshop.  
D.
OUTSTANDING BUSINESS
1.  Community Clean Up Day.
The Community Clean Up Day will be on Saturday June 18. Targeted areas include the maintenance shop, the skating rink shed, behind the ball field and the Russel Street orchard.  Any resident needing help cleaning debris from their property can contact the Commission for assistance.  Volunteers are needed to help and a lunch will be provided.  
2.  Community Centre Roof Update.
Water leakage is at a minimum at the Community Centre.  Clean up of the interior will begin once the leakage has stopped.  
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3.  Community Centre Basement Update.
A fungicide was sprayed in the basement area below the Library.  There are still some items that need to be removed from this area.  
4.  Regional Park Update.
The washroom in the Regional Park is open for public use.  
5.  Emergency Services Coordinator.
An Emergency Services Coordinator is still required for Riondel.  Anyone interested can contact the Commission office.
6.  Facilities Rental Policies.
The Commission will discuss changes to the Facilities Rental Policy at their next workshop.  
7.  Bocce Pits.
Plans for installing a bocce pit are still ongoing.  Howard Sempf has agreed to manage this project.

NEW BUSINESS
1.  Columbia Basin Trust Contact Change.
Kaylyn Gervais is the new contact for the Cranbrook CBT office (kgervais@cbt.org or
250.426.8816). 
2.  Community Centre User Groups Input.
The Commission will arrange meetings with each Community Centre user group to discuss  future rental increases and user group preferences for a future downsized Community Centre.
3.  Regional Park Boundaries.
The Commission will work with RDCK and Director Jackman to define and expand the Regional Park boundaries.
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4.  Community Centre and Water Plant Generators.
A generator could be installed at the Water Plant in case of a long-term power outage.  A generator for the Community Centre is being considered as part of the Emergency Preparedness Program.  Generators require significant installation costs and long-term maintenance costs.
5.  Canada 150 Community Infrastructure Grants.
The Commission will prepare information to have ready for future grant applications such as the Canada 150 Community Infrastructure Grant applications for renovations to the Community Centre.
