PUBLIC INPUT 
Deberah Shears is organizing the Remembrance Day ceremonies to be held in the Community Centre.  The Many Bays Band and the Riondel Seniors will be hosting the ceremonies and luncheon.  
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D.
OUTSTANDING BUSINESS
1.  Break-ins at Community Centre
There have been more break-ins at the Library.  A window was broken and the computer was used.  Muriel Crowe has made a report to the RCMP.  

2.  Danger Tree at Russell Street Park.
James Linn removed one of the danger trees at the Russell Street park.  A second leaning tree was not removed.  Commissioner Panio will follow up.

3.  Fire Extinguishers at Community Centre.
The fire extinguishers at the Community Centre have been recharged at a cost of $25 per unit.  Commissioner Panio is looking into changing the fire inspection company and will report back to the Commission.  

4.  Locking Mailbox.
A locking mailbox was installed on the Commission Office door to ensure security of any mail dropped off at the office.  

5.  Commission Website.
The Commission website is being updated regularly with information, alerts, meeting minutes, etc.  It can been accessed at www.commission.riondel.ca.

6.  Remediation Work at Community Centre.
Howard Sempf continues to work on the Community Centre roof and there has not been any leaking during the recent rain storms.  Minor repairs inside the building will begin as soon as possible. 

7.  Riondel Seniors Rental Rate Concern.

Fran O'Rourke from the Riondel Seniors Society asked the Commission what formula was used to determine the rental rate increases for 2017.  The commissioners had looked at the  number of people in each group and the hourly usage per year to determine an approximate cost per user. This was compared to the yearly cost of maintaining the building plus an estimated yearly contribution to the Capital Reserve fund.  It was determined that the current rental rates are far below a realistic supplement to the tax base for the building operations.  The proposed increase would be a reasonable solution to this discrepancy, although the taxation budget would still be the main source of funding.  

Ms. O'Rourke also asked if one user group leaving would increase the remaining rents to make up the difference.  Commissioner Panio responded that rents would not increase should any group leave.  
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The Commissioners and Director Jackman suggested options to augment the Senior fees.  Suggestions included activity fees, grant funding, increasing member fees, extra fees for members outside the tax base area, drop-in activity fees, a tiered fee structure, seasonal fees and fundraising.   

E.
NEW BUSINESS

1.  Refuse Pick-Up Site.
The Commission proposes to move the refuse pick-up site to the Recreation Centre.  A level loading area off the existing bank would be built.  The area will also provide better traffic flow. The public will be informed when this change takes place.

a fee of $50 be paid to Wade Wensink for use of his skid-steer tractor to level a loading 
dock area at the Recreation Centre for refuse pick-up.  
2.  Community Centre Clean-Up.

The Commissioners will do further clean up of the Community Centre basement and NW hallway area on Saturday September 24.  
3.  Review of Budget To Date.
Commissioner Panio reviewed the Financial Statement for period 1 to 8 (2016) for the Community Centre.  Although the budget is very tight, it is hoped that a $10,000 - $15,000 contribution to the Capital Reserve Fund will be made this year.  

4.  Possible Regional Park Boundary Change.

The Commission is working with Director Jackman and Cary Gaynor from RDCK to establish a larger boundary for the Riondel Regional Park to include the skating rink area.  
5.  Recreation Centre Demolition Quote.

A quote of $68,000 was received from Clearview Demolition for the proposed demolition of the Recreation Centre.  This proposal includes some cost recovery on sales of reusable materials.  
6.  Possible Rec #9 Grant.
The Commission will apply for a Recreation #9 grant to replace the baseball bases and scoreboard numbers.
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7.  Surplus Recreation Equipment.
Herve Blezy from the Rec #9 Commission asked the Riondel Commission to participate in an exchange of excess recreational equipment among groups in the Rec #9 area.  The Riondel Commission and Seniors will do an inventory to determine if there is any excess equipment that can be used by other groups.  

8.  Hazardous Waste Disposal.

The RDCK will be holding their annual Hazardous Waste Disposal on September 17 at the Creston Community Complex and September 25 at the Nelson Leafs Bottle Depot.  For a complete list of items accepted, see posters on community bulletin boards or at www.rdck.ca.

9.  Tech Support Contract Change.

Commissioner Geoffroy Tremblay left the room during this discussion because of a conflict of interest.
