OTHER REGULATIONS
All sublets must be approved by the Commission of Management and full rental rate be paid into the budget.

Resident user groups are considered non-profit and this status reflects the amended rental rates. New groups must demonstrate this non-profit status in order to receive rental rates of a similar scale.

New groups who elect to remain in the “profit or business oriented status” will be subject to a schedule of rates which will be determined on the length of time the facility will be used  and the number of times the facility will be
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used per week, month or year. This schedule of rates will be determined by 
the Commission of Management.

New user groups formed during the calendar year will be subject to rental fees on a pro rata basis which will be determined by the Commission of Management.
